
PSY6905 Individual Work  
  

Class Periods:   These courses have no scheduled meeting times.   

Instructor: The student identifies an instructor who is willing to provide supervision of an individual work topic as 
agreed upon by the instructor and student.  

Course Description  

PSY6905, Individual Work. Students may enroll in 1-3 credits, Max of 10 credits.  Reading or research areas in 
psychology.  

Course Objectives  

To conduct readings and or research on a unique topic in Psychology relevant to the student’s program of study. 
Students are expected to meet with the instructor and define the specific readings and assignments to be 
completed in the semester.    

Attendance Policy, Class Expectations, and Make-Up Policy  

Students are expected to engage in activities for the course for at least 3 hours per credit enrolled per week 
throughout the semester.    

Evaluation of Grades  

Students receive a letter grade based on completion of agreed upon assignments and quality of the work.  The 
specific grading scale will be provided by the individual instructor.
